a Accountiing Convention

Cash equivalents are short-term balances (with an
original maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition), highly liquid investments that are readily
convertible into known amounts of cash and which are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

d Taxes onlncome

i. Provision for current tax is determined on the basis of taxable income for the period as per the provisions of
Income Tax Act, 1961.

ii. Deferred tax for the year is recognized, on timing differences, being difference between taxable incomes and
accounting income that originate in one period and are capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods.
