Significant Accounting Policies:

Accounting Convention

The Company has prepared the balance sheet as per Ind AS by recognising all assets and liabilities whose
reconginition is required by Ind AS, not recognising items of assets and liabilities which are not pemitted by Ind AS
and applying Ind AS in measurement of Recongnised assets and liabilities.

Use of Estimates

Cash flow statement

convertible into known amounts of cash and which are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

Taxes on Income

accounting income that originate in one period and are capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods.
